easily accessible in your home for 

situations like this. 

 

Contact the local police and animal 

control authorities with a description 

and the time and area in which your 

dog was lost. They will be the ones 

who will be contacted if your pet has 

been in a car accident or picked up by 

a stranger.  

 

Call local vets with a description of 

your dog and contact information.  It 

may also help if you then ring them 
every few days. Your dog may be  

injured and is likely to be taken to a vet 

in the area. 

 

Remember that most people will pick 

up a lost animal and take it home to 

call the local shelter or microchip  

company if the dog is wearing a tag.  If 

the shelter is closed be prepared to call 

the shelter and report your dog missing 

as soon as they open. 

 

Make it easy for the pet to return: 

Leave someone at the point of escape 

or your home in case the pet returns. If 

no one is available leave a gate open, 

back door, car door, crate or something 

that pet is familiar with and may want 

to stay near. In the worst case and with 

nothing else to leave, take off a piece 

of your clothing and leave it at the 

front door, near the gate or on the front 

porch. 

Head for the door and begin to 

search the surrounding area.   

Remember your cell phone. 

 

Choose a Direction: If you know in 

which direction the dog went, go that 

way. If you are not sure of the  

direction and your dog has got out  

before, go in the direction he went the 

last time he got out. If you have no 

idea what so ever, go to the spot where 

you think the dog escaped and assume 
he went right. Keep in mind that if 

there is something scary to the right or 

something is blocking their way they 

may turn direction. 

It's not unusual for dogs afraid of  
thunder, for example, to escape their 

homes and settle calmly in a garden or 

garage of a neighbor.  Look behind 

every bush and fence. 

 

Calling for your dog: One of the most 

difficult parts of a search is trying to 

remain calm when you feel something 

may have happened. As you call your 

dog it is important to use your inside, 

affectionate voice. When we are 
stressed or trying to project our voice, 

we put tension in our voice which most 

pets perceive as something wrong.  

 

When you see your dog: When you 

see your dog, do not chase him but 

slowly go to your knees and encourage 

the dog to approach.  

 

If you go over three hours with no 

sightings or clues, head back to the 

point of escape to update and design a 
more formal search strategy with  

public awareness, development of  

witnesses and effective activities that 

are more likely to lead to a reunion 

with your pet. 

 

Prepare a flyer with relevant  

information about your dog, including 

the name and physical description. 

Contact information should include 

your name, telephone number and 
email address. If possible, include a 

photograph and have these  

photocopied. Post and distribute flyers 

wherever your dog was last seen,  

including local businesses such as  

grocery stores, gas stations,  

Restaurants, etc. 

 

Take advantage of craigslist.com.  So 

many people post these days on this 

internet site when they found or lost a 

pet. 
 

Your worst of nightmares begins when a   

beloved four pawed family member escapes or 

goes missing. If you have never encountered 

this situation, the experience can be quite a 
shock. For many of us it can be paralyzing at a 

time when we need to be on our best game. It 

is a time for action when you may feel the 

need to curl up and just cry. Below is a list of 

the most immediate activities to pursue when 

first you realize your dog/cat has escaped or is 

missing. 

 

Unfortunately this happens every day and one 

of the reasons MABTR gets in a homeless 

Boston and microchips every dog that comes 
through our program. 

 

First Response ProtocoléRelax and donôt 

panicé but also donôt wait to start looking. 

Statistics prove that pet owners with the  

greatest likelihood of recovering their pet start 

looking immediately and have an organized 

approach. Be one of these pet owners. 

 

Ground Zero Property Search: Make sure 

your pet is really missing. If you did not see 

him or her escape, take the time to do a quick 
search of your property and the most obvious 

hiding spots before bolting for the front door 

to look.  

 

Preparing to search:  Immediately, grab a 

photo of your pet and a business card/sticky 

notes with your phone number on it. Make at 

least 20 cards with your name and number to 

be passed out to every person you see along 

your route of search.   

 
Talk to everyone: People strolling or cycling 

nearby are another helpful resource for  

spotting your animal.  As you are looking, 

show your dogôs picture to everyone.  

Remember to leave them one of your  

telephone cards. 

 

Bring in the troops: This is the time to call in 

your friends, family and neighbors.  

 

Remember to call the microchip company 

and report your pet as missing.  It is important 
that you have the microchip tag number plus

Remember to stay positive.  Some dogs are not found immediately or even within the first 48 hours. But that is not a 

reason to throw in the towel.  Remember that dogs that are afraid are more likely hiding out and it will take someone 

to spot the dog in order for the dog to be found. Remember that a dog can go 48 hours without waiter and 72 hours 

without food. If need be they will find food and water to survive.

Why spay my female? 
 

For the sake of your female's health: If left 
un-spayed, she may well develop mammary 
gland cancer. 
 

Your female will stand a much lower 
chance of developing breast tumors. 
 
She also has a vastly reduced chance of 
developing uterine cancer or pyometra. It is 
a common occurrence among older,  
unsprayed females and is often fatal.  
 

No heat cycles: Female dogs tend to be 
better pets if they lose the ability of  
experiencing heat cycles every six-to-nine 
months. 
 
Since heat cycles result in hormonal 
changes leading to possible personality 
changes, our un-spayed female can become 

more aggressive.

Females in heat can cry incessantly, show  
nervous behavior, and attract unwanted male 
animals.  
 

I am told that it is good for your female to 

experience at least one litter?  
 
To the contrary, a female dog has the best 
chance of good health if spayed before her first 
heat.  Having puppies does not make your  
female dog a better one.   
Keep in mind that complications can occur 

during pregnancy putting your female dog in 
danger. Plus, does this world really need more 
puppies. 
 

Why neuter my male? 
 

Neutering your male dog is loaded with  
benefits.   
Healthier dog: Neutering eliminates the             

possibility of your dog developing testicular  
cancer--the second most common form of  

canine cancer.  
 

Additionally, male unaltered dogs above five 
years of age are known to suffer from 
enlarged prostates.  Neutering helps reduce 
the incidence of prostate enlargement and 
reduces incidence of hernias. 
 

Being well-adjusted to their environment: If 
you do have him neutered, he will also largely 
lose the desire to roam away from home or to 
fight with other dogs and search out females.  
 

He may also lose some of the zeal to mark 
territory by urinating on it and exerting his 
superiority over the family by biting or  
humping etc.  
 

By neutering him, this habit of marking  
territory and exerting superiority may  
decrease. 
 

It takes about 45 days after the surgery for the 
testosterone to pass through his body.
